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Group Care Plan Project
Students will be assigned to groups of three by the instructor. For this assignment your group will prepare a care plan for one of the following eight patient situations. The group will collaborate on the care plan via the course Wiki. You will receive an email from the Wiki providing instructions on how to access the Wiki. You group will create a new page in the Wiki for your project. (You will receive instructions and assistance in setting up your project page.) Once your project page has been created in the Wiki your group can begin creating your group care plan. The beauty of a Wiki is that each of you can edit and change your document on-line. You will be able to look at other group pages and will be able to write comments. However, you should let editing the actual document to the group who ‘owns’ the project page. The care plan will be due to the course drop box near the end of the semester on April 20, 2009 as outlined in the course requirements document.
The key to a group project is participation by everyone in the group. Therefore it is expected that every student will make a contribution their own Wiki page at least twice on the following weeks. This can be either in the form of a contribution or editing of the document or in asking questions or making comments or suggestions about the document.

The infant experiencing difficulties with transition to extrauterine life

The infant with hypothermia

The infant at-risk for hypoglycemia

Expected patient outcomes

Care plan

Rationales for interventions, with appropriate source citations
